When we started our deputation this past December, we knew that we would have to
depend on God to show the way. For any missionary, deputation is a time of faith-
building. While we're only three months into this journey, already we've seen God
provide and open doors as only He can do. Deputation has been both humbling and
exciting. Humbling in the sense that God has entrusted us with so much. Exciting in that
God has provided in ways we never imagined. We've been amazed at the generosity of
people and churches.

So far, we've been able to present our ministry in eight churches. Between now and
June, we will be in ten more churches (in Tennessee, Georgia, Michigan, and Virginia).
We have had a good time traveling to each church, meeting new people, and getting to
share our burden for Portugal.

We originally set a goal of raising $15,000 to support our seven month ministry trip.
This amount was estimated to cover our travel, living expenses, and language school.
We're thrilled to say that God has provided 100% of that goal. We're truly grateful for
each church and individual that has had a part in helping us reach this goal. Now, our
focus will be on raising our long-term monthly support. Pray that God would give us
wisdom and perseverance as we do that.

As of right now, we plan on leaving for Lisbon, Portugal around June 17 and we hope
to return January 31, 2009. Upon arrival back in the States, we will resume our
deputation. Last month, we were praying that God would give us wisdom to know what
to do regarding a visa. God has answered that prayer in a great way (and with a lot less
paperwork than we anticipated). It looks like we shouldn't have any problems being able
to live in Portugal for the seven months.

Since we moved into our apartment last June, we've been praying that God would
help us be a testimony to our surrounding neighbors. A great blessing was that Sarah was
able to lead a young woman to the Lord just last weekend. It's neat to see know that God
directed us to that particular apartment so that we could meet her and her family.
